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MiniMUN 2 Globally Coordinated Response to environmental disasters  

Draft Resolution 

The Human Rights Council,  
 
Reaffirming the principles enshrined in the Charter of the United Nations, the Universal Declaration of Human 
Rights, the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, the International Covenant on Economic, Social 
and Cultural Rights and other applicable human rights instruments, 
 
Recalling that the States Members of the United Nations have pledged to achieve, in cooperation with the 
United Nations, the promotion of universal respect for and observance of fundamental human rights and 
freedoms, 
 
Recognising the humanitarian consequences of natural disasters,  
 
Concerned with the lack of international coordination in current relief efforts in the recent environmental 
emergencies in Japan and New Zealand, 
 
Emphasising that States have the primary responsibility for the promotion and protection of all human rights, 
including the prevention of human rights violations, 
 

1. Ensures that Member States address the following human rights concerns of disaster victims: 
a. Equal access to food and supplies, in particular by women;  
b. Anti-discrimination in provision of aid on ethnic, caste, racial, religious or gender grounds;   
c. Evacuation plans that ensure equal access for poor and other vulnerable people; 
d. Sexual and gender-based violence, especially in camps and shelters;   
e. Avoid exploitation, trafficking and military recruitment of separated children;   
f. Does not neglect and exploitation of the elderly, poor, disabled and sick;   
g. Forced relocations of people to safe areas with limited economic opportunity; 
h. Safety in areas of displacement, return or resettlement. 

 
2. Calls upon further consolidation of the Joint Environment Unit (United Nations Environmental Programme 

and the Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs) to ensure a short-term and long-term disaster 
recovery process to improve a State’s preparedness to responds to environmental emergencies; 

 
3. Affirms that refugees and internally displaced people as a result of environment disasters are entitled to the 

same human rights as other people in their governments including 
a. Defining the physical safety of refugees and internally displaced people; 
b. Providing them with the basic necessities of life; 

c. Promoting the enjoying of their fundamental economic, social, cultural, civil and political rights. 
 
4. Encourages that Member States should continue collaborating with the United Nations High Commissioners 

for Refugees to assist and protect these people; 
 
5. Decides to continue its consideration of the issue of the matter in accordance with its Programme of work.
